It is the closest 
 interior resort by road from Vancouver, BC, and Seattle, WA, thanks to the Coquihalla Highway which connects Hope to 
 Kamloops. For a scenic drive, try Highway 1 from Hope through the Fraser Canyon to Kamloops. The central location 
 provides a perfect place to stay during your visit to the region—whether exploring Wells Gray Provincial Park 
 
Day 5: Sun Peaks – Jasper (452 km) 
 Today you will drive from Sun Peaks to Jasper  
 Jasper National Park, established in 1907, is the largest national park in the Canadian Rockies with 10,878 square 
 kilometers of mountain wilderness. Jasper is the wildest of the mountain parks, and contains a superb backcountry trail 
 system as well as the world famous Columbia Icefields, one of the only Icefields in the world accessible by road

Day 7:  Jasper - Banff (288 km) 
 Today you will drive from Jasper to Banff  
 Banff and the surrounding Banff National Park are among the most popular summer vacation destinations in North 
 America, with resplendent mountain vistas under the Alberta blue sky. Guests can enjoy Banff National Park and Lake 
 Louise area. Sights include Two Jack Lake and Lake Minnewanka, the Tunnel Mountain Drive with its spectacular views 
 of the Bow River Valley and wind shaped Hoodoos
