Day 1 Tuesday: Arrival — Madrid
Upon arrival to Madrid international airport, meet greet and transfer to hotel

Afternoon visit the Batalha Monastery, a masterpiece of Gothic and Manueline style considered a
World Heritage place by UNESCO
Continue to Fitima

Day 5 Saturday: Fatima — Lisbon
Day at your leisure for activities of personal nature in Fitima, center of Christian faith and World
Pilgrims Sanctuary with its impressive Basilica and Cova da Iria where Virgin Mary appeared
At the end of the day returns to Lisbon through the colorful farming region

Day 6 Sunday: Lisbon — Caceres — Cordoba
Departure at 07:30 hrs to Caceres considered as World Heritage place because of the city’s blend of
Roman, Islamic, Northern Gothic and Italian Renaissance architecture. Walk through its Plaza Mayor
and the Old Town with its famous Medieval Quarter
Afterwards, continue on towards Cordoba, once the capital of the Caliphate

Day 7 Monday: Cordoba — Sevilla
Impressive tour of Cordoba s Mosque and other sites that will ease our mind and spirit strolling
through its narrow winding streets of the Jewish Quarter
In the afternoon, after a short two hours ride reach Sevilla

Day 8 Tuesday: Sevilla
