Day 02: Delhi 
 In the morning, proceed for sightseeing tour as below: 

First stop at Raj Ghat, the cremation site of Mahatma Gandhi 
 Then, drive past the Red Fort and witness its glory and pomp 
 Later on, visit Jama Masjid, the largest mosque of India built by Nughal emperor Shah Jahan 

Old Delhi Market is one of the oldest and busiest markets in Old Delhi. Built in the 17th century by the great Mughal 
Emperor of India Shah Jahan and designed by his daughter Jahan Ara  

 Then, visit the Silver and Textile market  
The Lotus temple located in New Delhi is a must visit once in India. It is notable for its flowerlike shape; it serves as the 
Mother temple of the Indian subcontinent and had become a prominent attraction in the city 
Proceed to the Humayun’s tomb. The design of the Taj Mahal is inspired from it. It is in the UNESCO’s list of World 
Heritage Sites.  

 Then visit the Bangla Sahib, the most prominent Sikh Gurdwara, or house of worship  
 In the end drive past the Parliament of India, President’s house and India Gate 
 
Day 03: Delhi-Agra   
 Morning drive to Agra and rest of the day is at leisure 
 
Day 04: Agra 
 In the morning, enjoy Agra’s sightseeing tour visiting: 

The Taj Mahal is a white marble mausoleum, described as the most extravagant monument ever built for love, it was 
constructed by Mughal Emperor Shah Jahan as a memorial to his queen Mumtaz Mahal, made out of white marble and 
took 22 years to complete 
Then proceed to the Red Fort, a UNESCO World Heritage site. It is about 2.5 km northwest of its more famous sister 
monument, the Taj Mahal. The fort can be more accurately described as a walled city 

 
Day 05: Agra a- Jaipur  
 In the morning, proceed to Jaipur and en route visit Fatehpur Sikri 
 Fatehpur Sikri is the best example of the culmination of Hindu and Muslim architecture  
 This mosque is said to be a copy of the mosque in Mecca and has designs derived from the Persian & Hindu architecture  
   
 Day 06: Jaipur   
 At a proper time, proceed for Jaipur sightseeing as per below: 
 Visit the Amber fort and ride the elephants to the top of the fortress  
 The castle looks impressive, built entirely of white marble and red sandy rocks 
 Then, proceed to the Hawa Maha, a pyramid shaped façade with five stories  

Then visit the City palace with its outstanding art and architecture  
At the end of the tour, visit Jantar Mantar, the largest stone observatory in the world and this feature makes it, a special 
destination for a traveler  

 
Day 10: Jaipur – Delhi
