Day 1: Edinburgh - Keith 

Meet your whisky ambassador in the Balmoral Hotel and enjoy a welcome dram before departure. 
Belmond Royal Scotsman departs Edinburgh Waverley Station and travels north across the Firth of Forth 
over the magnificent Forth Railway Bridge.
