Al 850m high, it is
the second highest mountain in Langkawi and offers some pretly spectacular views of the island. It is home to the famous cable
car that carries passengers 709m above sea level to the apex.

The most imposing
structure in Putrajaya is the thin pinkish Putra Mosque. Standing beside Dataran Putra and facing the Putrajaya Lake, it
incorporates architectural elements from Turkestan, Kazakhstan and Morocco. Another eye-calching building is the Prime
Minister’s office — Putra Perdana. Other interesting places are Putra Bridge, Prime Minister’s residence.
Evening visit China Town
China Town:AL the heart of Kuala Lumpur is an area which never sleeps, and far more colourful and bustling than its bigger and
more glamorous neighbours, KLCC & Bukit Bintang. Chinatown, based in Petaling Street, is also known as 'Chee Cheong Kai'
(Starch Factory Street), a reference to its roots as a tapioca-producing district. Deeply immersed in Oriental culture, heritage
and history, Chinatown is undoubtedly one of the most popular tourist spols in Malaysia.
