Day1:  Colombo - Negombo
Upon arrival at Colombo international airporl, meel greet and transier to hotel in Negombo
In the evening, enjoy a cily tour in Negombo including: Fish Market, Negombo Town, Catholic church & 01d Dutch Canal
Dinner & Overnight stay at the hotel

Day2:  Negombo — Pinnawala - Dambulla - Habarana
In the morning, proceed to Habarana. En route, visil Pinnawala Elephant Orphanage
It is a home for about 60 elephants (out of which around 50 are baby elephants) found abandoned or orphaned in the wild. They are being cared, fed
and trained by the wild life authority.
En route, visit Dambulla Rock Temple. It is a world heritage site and is the most impressive of Sri Lanka’s cave temples. The complex of five caves with
over 2000 sq. meters of painted walls and ceilings is the largest area of paintings found in the world. The caves contain over 150 images of the Buddha
of which the largest is the colossal figure of the Buddha carved out of rock and spanning 14 meters.
Dinner & Overnight stay at the hotel.

Day 3:  Habarana - Sigiriya - Matale - Kandy
Today, you will proceed lo Sigiriya
Sigiriya also referred to as the eighth wonder of the world dates back from over 7,000 years ago, through Pre-Historic to Proto-Historic to Early Historic
limes, then as a rock-shelter mountain monastery from about the 3rd century BC, with caves prepared and donated by devotees to the sangha. The
garden city and the palace were built by Kasyapa 477 - 495 AD. Then aiter Kasyapa's death it was a monastery complex up to about the I4thcentury.The
site of the 'Lion Mountain' was visited from the 6th century AD, by passionate admirers.
Halfway up the rock, within an inaccessible rocky shelier in the vertical wall of the western face these rock paintings can be seen which have brought
universal acclaim Lo the site of Sigiriya - 'The Maidens of the (louds', 21 non-identified female figures, comparable lo the most beautiful creations of
Ajanta. Though traces of plaster and pigments occur all over this area, only two pockels of paintings survive. These are in a depression of the rock face,
about 100 meters above the ground level. These paintings represent the earliest surviving examples of a Sri Lanka school of classical realism, already
fully evolved by the 5th century, when these paintings had been made.
Later on, continue to Kandy. En route visit a spice garden in Matale.
In the evening enjoy a cultural show.
Dinner & overnight stay at the Hotel

Day4:  Kandy — Nuwara Eliya
In the morning, proceed to Nuwara Eliya. En route visit a tea plantation a tea factory where one the best tea in the world is produced. You will be told
all about the process of manufacturing tea and also see how tea is graded. Taste a cup of pure Ceylon tea in the factory.
Upon arrival in Nuawara Eliya check-in at the hotel
Do a city and sightseeing tour in Nuwara Eliya
Dinner & Overnight stay at the hotel

Day 5:  Nuwara Eliya - Yala
Today you will enjoy a full day safari in Yala National Park.
Yala is approximately 1259 kms in extent and is located in the southeastern corner of the Island. The terrain is varied, flat plains alternating with rocky
out crops. The vegetation ranges from open parkland to dense jungle. The specialty here is the large numbers of Elephants. Yala is the largest national
park in sri lanka and is the home of wild elephants, wild boar, wild buffalo, leopard, bear. deer and crocodiles. Visitors can also see large flocks of
migratory and indigenous birds.
Dinner & Overnight stay at the hotel.

Day 6:  Yala - Galle - Colombo
In the morning, proceed to Colombo

En route visit the Dutch Fort of Galle. The Galle Fort, also known as the Dutch Fort or the "Ramparts of Galle", withstood the Boxing Day tsunami which
damaged part of coastal area Galle town. It has been since restored. The Galle Fort also houses the elite Amangalla resort hotel, located near the Dutch
Reformed Church. It was originally built in 1684 1o house the Dutch Governor and his staff. It was then converted into a hotel and named then as the
New Oriental Hotel in 1805, which catered to the European passengers traveling between Europe and Galle Port in the 19th century.

Also you will be laken to witness "sill fishing" which can be only seen in South Sri Lanka. It is visible from the road and makes a very unique way of
fishing practice. The fisherman sit on a stick planted about 200 meters from the beach fish with a rod made out of seasoned dry palm leaf. The fishing is
done either early morning or evening.

Evening do a (ity tour in Colombo

A drive through the city taking you to the busy commercial areas as well as the tree lined residential, Cinnamon Gardens, Visit Fort, the former British
administrative centre and military garrison, Sea Street - the Goldsmiths quarters in the heart of Pettah, the Bazaar area, where is also a Hindu Temple
with elaborate stone carvings, and the Dutch Church of Wolfendhal dating back to 1749. Also visit the BMICIL see the replica of Avukana Buddha & the
Independence Square. Dinner & Overnight stay at the hotel.
