Deposit and payment:

A deposit of 20% of the fare is required at time of booking to confirm a reservation. Payments cannot be
transferred to an alternative booking within 120 days of sailing. Unless otherwise noted, final payment must be
received 90 days prior to date of travel.

For reservations made 89 days or less prior to sailing; full and final payment will be due at the time of
booking. Wild Discovery reserves the right to cancel any booking not fully paid at final payment due date.
