Day 1:  Toronto 

 Upon arrival at Toronto’s international airport, meet greet and transfer to hotel  

 

Day 2: Toronto - Sudbury - Sault Ste. Marie 

 In the morning, we will depart from Toronto, driving north to the city of Sudbury. Here, we will stop at Science North, the city's museum of science 

and technology, to see Wildfire! A Firefighting Adventure in 4D. Afterwards, we will visit the Big Nickel. Then, we will leave Sudbury and drive to Sault 

Ste. Marie, where we will spend the night. 

  

Day 3: Sault Ste. Marie - Great Agawa Canyon - Sault Ste. Marie 

In the morning, we will board the Agawa Canyon Train Tour to travel to Agawa Canyon Park. As we explore this area, we will have a chance to visit 

Bridal Veil Falls and Black Beaver Falls. In the evening, we will return to Sault Ste. Marie for the night. 

 

Day 4: Sault Ste. Marie - Gravenhurst - Toronto  

Departing from Sault Ste. Marie, we will travel to Gravenhurst, another site famous for its fall colors, where we will see the House of Dr. Norman 

Bethune. Then, we will board the Segwun Steamship to take a Muskoka Lakes Cruise, passing by Millionaire's Row. In the evening, we will arrive in 

Toronto. 

 

Day 5: Toronto - Ottawa – Montreal 

In the early morning, we will depart from Toronto to visit Canada's capital, Ottawa, where we will go on a sightseeing tour to visit Parliament Hill, the 

Peace Tower, the Centennial Flame, Rideau Canal, the Canadian War Museum, and the Canadian Museum of History, which we will find across the river in 

Gatineau, QC. Then, we will continue to Montreal, QC to visit the Olympic Stadium and Tower. We will spend the night in Montreal. 

 

Day 6: Montreal - Mont Tremblant - Quebec City  

This morning, we will leave Montreal and proceed to Mont Tremblant. There, we will have a chance to take a Panoramic Gondola to enjoy the 

spectacular views of the mountain. In the afternoon, we will head our way to Quebec City to see the Ramparts of Old Quebec, Chateau Frontenac, and 

Parliament Hill. We will also grab a cup of coffee at a local cafe to get a taste of the culture. 

 

Day 7:  Quebec City - Thousand Islands - Toronto 

Today, we will leave Quebec City and head to the Thousand Islands region, where we will have the chance to take a Boat Tour of the area. We will 

return to Toronto in the early evening. 

 

Day 8: Toronto - Niagara Falls – Toronto 

In the morning we will visit Niagara Falls, ON to take the Hornblower Cruise, see an IMAX Movie, and go to the top of the Skylon Tower. In the evening, 

we will return to Toronto. 

 

Day 9:  Toronto   

Departing early morning to Downtown Toronto. You will first make photo stops at the Legislative Assembly of Ontario, University of Toronto and 

Toronto's Chinatown. You will then have a chance to climb up the CN Tower. If weather permits, take the sightseeing Central Island Cruise across to the 

Toronto Islands. Have a walk on the islands and enjoy the beautiful view of Toronto skyline. After lunch, you will visit another Toronto landmark, Casa 

Loma. Afterwards, transfer to Toronto Airport for your onward flight. Please see "Departure and Return" for more detailed information regarding
