Explore the buzzing central plaza by day and at night, enjoy the 
sophisticated bars and restaurants.

You leave the cultural delights of Quito behind this morning to fly to Baltra Island.  
From here you'll enjoy a startling showcase of biodiversity, an isolated group of wild and wildlife laden volcanic 
islands, The Galapagos.  

 
Days 4-9: Galapagos Islands

On some you can easily confuse the numerous iguanas for rocks scattering the sand.

From here, fly back Quito to be whisked away to the highlands.
