Day 1: Madrid 

Meet and assistance at the airport, transfer to the hotel. Balance of the day at leisure. Accommodation at

The contemporary Madrid with areas such as Gran Vía, Castellana, the 

district of Salamanca, Plaza Castilla and Parque del Oeste, as well as commercial and financial areas of 

Modern Madrid, the emblematic Las Ventas Bullring and the Santiago Bernabéu Football Stadium. A stop 

will be made at the famous “Hard Rock Café” to enjoy a free drink.
