Day 1 :              Madrid 
Meet and assistance at the airport, transfer to the hotel. Balance of the day at leisure. Accommodation 
at the hotel 

 
Day 2 :              Madrid 

Morning Madrid panoramic city tour; find the medieval origins of the city, like the Arabic fortress, at 
the Barrio de la Morería, famous for its historical buildings. Drive through the courtesan district of 
the Hapsburgs characterized  by Phillip II and its Renaissance and Baroque style buildings, Puerta del 
Sol, Plaza Mayor and Plaza de la Villa; the Madrid of the Bourbons and the complex town planning 
schemes of Charles III, the Royal Palace, Cibeles and Neptuno Fountains and the Puerta de Alcalá. 
Admire the XIX C. works such as Prado Museum. The contemporary Madrid with areas such as Gran 
Vía, Castellana, the district of Salamanca, Plaza Castilla and Parque del Oeste, as well as commercial 
and financial areas of Modern Madrid, the emblematic Las Ventas Bullring and the Santiago Bernabéu 
Football Stadium. A stop will be made at the famous “Hard Rock Café” to enjoy a free drink. 
Afternoon free to continue exploring the wonders that the city has to offer.Accommodation at the 
hotel.  

 
Day 3 (Thu.): Madrid – Valencia (Train) 

Pick up from your hotel and transfer to “Puerta de Atocha” train station to depart by AVE, high 
speed train to Valencia. Enjoy the journey with the comfort and operating speed of this AVE train. 
Reach Valencia, one of the main capitals of the Mediterranean coast with its modern Arts and 
Sciences Architectural Complex integrated by six elements: Hemispheric, Umbracle, Science Museum, 
Oceanographic, Palau de les Arts and Ágora. Valencia is also the home of the internationally well 
renowned and delicious “Paella”.

Day 4 (Fri.): Valencia – Barcelona
